 NEVER allow a computer 
with Internet access in your 
child’s bedroom 

 Never allow your child to 
have a web cam 

 Talk to your child about their 
online activities  

 Know your child’s profile 
name and password 

 Older teens need 
supervision too 

 Be alert to changes in your 
child’s behavior 

 Respect your child’s privacy 
but review computer files 
and monitor what chat 
rooms are visited and who 
they are chatting with

 Never meet a person one-
on-one 

 Responsible adults do not 
pursue relationships with 
kids and teens 

 If a person makes you 
uncomfortable, do not log 
off and tell an adult
